Suggestions and discussion from the membership: 

o paint the curb addresses only of those who have paid their dues - Our hope was to create a unified 
and updated look for our neighborhood, which involves all the houses.  

o have the covenants on the web- Some covenants are on the web, Keri has spent a lot of time 
compiling the covenants to an electronic form.  We’ll try to get them on the website. 

o find a way that neighbors can communicate to ask for help 
o frustration regarding yard upkeep throughout the neighborhood - the board does not get involved 

in landscaping disputes amongst neighbors.  We suggest the city mediation option. 
o frustration regarding lack of traffic enforcement from the city regarding parked cars – neighbors 

are calling the city regarding parked cars which get tagged, but there is no follow-up afterwards.  
This is a city of Bellevue issue.  Councilman Conrad Lee was in attendance and suggested 
neighbors contact him regarding the lack of action and he would look into the matter.
